Summer course for juniors

We, the 35 Junior sisters gathered at St. Anne's
Provincialate, Bangalore from 1" May to 10th May for a two
weeks refreshing programme. Two courses were organized.
One on Prayer and Discernment and another on Scripture
especially geographical understanding of'the first five books
ofthe Bible

A) Course on prayer and discernment
“God's love has been poured in to our hearts through the Holy
Spirit” (Rom 5:15)
First and foremost, we thank God the Almighty who has

done great things in our life. We are grateful to Rev. Fr. Sandeep IMS who has taken us deeply into ourselves
and given us the taste of spirituality and the divine intervention through intense prayer life.

The classes were based on prayer and discernment. The day started with the question 'In what area does God
loves me more?' All of us expressed according to our own experiences. There is no area left out where God
doesn't love us rather, He loves us in all our circumstances. The second day was wilderness experience. There
are many prophets in the Bible who underwent desert experience. We all know the language of God is love but
through this course we understood that the language of God is suffering as well. God speaks to us through our
sufferings. He allows suffering: To humble us, to test us, to know our hearts, to discipline us, to prune us and to
refine us for the greater glory of God.

The third day sessions were based on Evangelical Council. As religious, we bind ourselves with vows in total
self-giving to God, God alone. The vows are always interrelated. So being a consecrated person we are called
to live our Evangelical Counsel. On the fourth day we reflected on sin and repentance. Sin is nothing but
missing the point that God designed for us. During the sacrament of reconciliation, we focused on seven
deadly sins to be transformed: Gluttony to be moderate, pride to be humble, sloth to be diligent, wrath to be
patient, greed to be generous, envy to be thankful. Based on these points we made a genuine and faithful
confession thereafter in the evening we had anointing of the Holy Spirit during the Adoration. Our minds and
hearts were enlightened through the life sharing experience of the preacher. On the last day we focused on
prayer and discernment. Prayer is the tool for consecrated persons to discern oneself and to have intimate
relationship with God and to have self- awareness of our feelings and social realities.

B) Scripture course on Geographical understanding of Pentateuch
These five days course was on the geographical map of holy land. It enabled us to understand the Holy
Scriptures in a better way. We understood the different aspects of God, like Genesis - God as creator, Exodus -
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God as liberator, Leviticus - God is holy, Numbers - God is faithful, Deuteronomy -God as law giver. These
first five books of the Bible exhibits God's faithfulness towards His people whom He loved unconditionally.
From this spiritual journey we understood that “We need to understand Bible contextually when we read.'
Rev. Fr. Ellango made us to go deeper into the geographical perspective of...

The depression of the Jordon River and the Araba
Transjordan Mountains and plateaus, Mountains in the east of Araba
