Theliving Charism of our Foundress

Charism is the personality of areligious Congregation bequeathed by the one who founded the Congregation.
According to the Second Vatican Council, this charism is “the spirit and aims of each founder which should be
faithfully accepted and retained” (Perfectae Caritatis, 2). The beautiful charism that we derive from our

Foundress Servant of God Mother Gnanamma is “Fullness in God and Service in Simplicity”.

Jesus with a new paradigm in life and mission

Jesus presented to the world an entirely new perspective on life. It represented more than a religion or a way of
living. He presented a new paradigm that redefined the world in which we live. Let us see what are the
paradigms on which our Lord and Master Jesus Christ worked or what paradigms He promoted through His

life and ministries:

01. Racial unity
In the parable of “The Good Samaritan” (Luke 10: 25-37), Jesus

presents the Samaritan as the symbol of genuine human concern

and compassion. That Samaritan had gone to the rescue of the
wounded setting aside all man-made restrictions, in a society

where racial discrimination was the order of the day.

In John 4:7-30, Jesus' stand against untouchability is conveyed

through this narrative, where Jesus communicates respect and

solicits the hospitality of the Samaritan woman. It is remarkable
that Jesus takes the intuitive being of a Jew to break the so-called

sacred traditions established by the self-righteous scribes and chief priests.

02. Empowerment of women

Jesus gives public recognition to the woman who had offered her devotion and love to him, irrespective of the
formalities and protocol upheld in a male-dominated society during his days (Mt 26:6-13). While the
disciples went to different parts of the world to preach the Gospel and proclaimed 'Jesus as the expected

Messiah,' the woman of Samaria went to her own village, where everybody knew her past sinful life. She
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dared to declare 'Come, see a man, who told me all that I ever did. Can this be Messiah? (Jn 4-29). Here the
passage brings to light that the woman of Samaria was the first missionary to the Samaritans, presenting her as
proof of Christ's transforming power. John 20:1-18, Mary Magdalene out of whom Jesus had cast out seven
demons (Lk 24:1-9). Further, Jesus had commissioned her as the first Apostle of his resurrection and directed
her to declare that good news to his disciples (Jn 20:17). Through Mary Magdalene's announcement, the need

for evangelism within the Church is brought to focus.

03. Importance of the little ones
Jesus gives importance to the children (Lk 18: 16). In the adult dominion world, many times children are

neglected. But Jesus affirms that children are the inheritor of the Kingdom of God.

04. Compassion for the suffering and neglected ones

Jesus addresses the problems of the suffering and neglected people. This is illustrated in Jesus' compassionate
response to the woman who was suffering from a haemorrhage for twelve years (Lk 8:43-48) and his healing
ofthe blind Bartimaeus on Jericho Road (Mk 10:46-52).

05. Periphery to the center

During the time of Jesus, people attributed any physical aliment or untimely death to one's sin or the sins of
his/her ancestors (Lk 13:2-5; Jn 9:2). The sick especially those afflicted with leprosy were treated as unclean
and outcastes. But, Jesus's approach was one of compassion and love that reaches out to those who were
forced to lead sub-human lives. This is exemplified by Jesus' healing the leper and his instruction to the leper
to, 'Go show yourself'to the priest, offer for your cleansing what Moses commanded for a proof to the people'
(Mk 1:44b). Thereby, Jesus paved way for the one who was pushed to the periphery to come to the centre and
affirm him/herself (Mt 8:2-4; Mk: 1:40-45; Lk 5:12-14).

06. Master-Servant Relationship

Jesus introduced a culture contradictory to that of the dominant [

society. It was evident in the way he related with his disciples.
During the Passover meal in the upper room, Jesus knelt and [®
washed the feet of his disciples (Jn12:2-15). This universal of

roles was an important feature of Jesus's counterculture.

07.Love, the greatest Law

Jewish leaders such as Sadducees and Pharisees took advantage

of Mosaic Law and started corruption in the name of temple
collection, offerings, etc. They themselves interpreted the law for their benefit. There was an argument
between Jesus and the Pharisees regarding Sabbath (Mt 12:1-14) as Jesus broke many times the law of the

Sabbath (Mk 2:27-28), in conclusion, Jesus emphasized that Love is more important than human law.

08. Forgiveness

Jesus introduces God as a forgiving father. He taught through the parable of the forgiving father waiting for
the lost son (Lk 15:11-32), He taught his disciple to pray and ask for forgiveness (Lk 11:1-4), and he himself
prayed on the Cross and ask God to forgive the people who don't know what they are doing (Lk 23:32-43).



Walking with Mother Gnanamma who brought a new paradigm shiftin her context
During Mother Gnanamma's time, the education of young girls
was an impossible dream. Mother Gnanamma kept constantly in
touch with the illiterate girls in the locality and identified
education as a principal means of empowering them. For the
vision to materialize, she started a school exclusively for girls in
Kilacheri in 1863. Starting a school exclusively for girls was a
paradigm shift during the time of Mother Gnanamma. Our

predecessors too were true to the charism, vision, and mission of

our Foundress by responding to the needs of the poor people in
remote villages in India. We do have the same responsibility and alertness to keep the fire of the charism and
vision of our Foundress alive by rendering services to those we identify as marginalized and needy in the

places we are based at.

Becoming Christ-like today challenging the anti-Gospel values of the society

Our country suffers from various social issues. The following are some of the social issues in India: caste,
child labour, illiteracy, gender inequity, superstitions, religious disputes, pollution, the safety of women,
corruption, high unemployment and many others. The time has come to an end to these terrible social ills. No
doubt several challenges confront us today. The impact of politics and government policies on our lives and
ministries is greater than ever. The BJP-led Government continues to assert its self-proclaimed Hindutva

politics in ademocracy where we feel the heat of an increasingly intolerant majority.

However, politics is not the only challenge we face. In fact, the bigger challenge comes from within us today.
Broken communities, consumeristic worldly life, faithless ministry and godlessness in lifestyle are more
common than one would imagine. If we continue to be like this, we will run the risk of becoming obsolete and

irrelevant to society, the church and the people who expect our help for their development.

We need a new paradigm in life and mission
Today, to make our religious life both relevant and meaningful, we need to revisit our Foundress with the new
sensitivities of today. The realities of today's society affect the lives of the consecrated people. As a
consequence, consecrated life is facing vocational, moral, psychological, pastoral and spiritual crises. We are
demanded constantly to go beyond our Foundress' vision and mission and get involved continually in
discerning the needs of our times and actively responding to them. Our lives are underpinned by a set of
paradigms which we rarely, if ever, think about, question or challenge. We need to understand this basic call to
our consecrated life. In this situation, the following becomes very important in order to bring a new paradigm
shift in our life and ministries:

o Undertaking ministries and actions for social improvement.

o Making our lives more relevant and effective today.

o Bringing newness into our ministerial life by having variety of approaches in our ministry.

o Plunging more and more into the lives of the people to identify Christ among them.

o Renewing our basic call of being sent to the peripheries to carry out the mission of Christ.
