FIRST DAY : 17.07.2023

Personal experience with God gave meaning to the existence of St. Anne
Though Saint Anne is not named in the Canonical Gospels or anywhere else in the New Testament, according
to Christian tradition, Saint Anne was the mother of the Virgin Mary. Born of the Davidic lineage, her name is
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a Greek rendering of the Hebrew Hannah, meaning 'Grace'. St. Anne was
born in Bethlehem in Judea. She married Joachim and although they shared a _
wealthy and devout life at Nazareth, they eventually lamented their -
childlessness. When Joachim went to offer sacrifices in the Temple, he was
rejected because he was unworthy as he had no offspring. Joachim was
broken-hearted and went to the mountains to take up his cause with God.
There, he fasted and prayed for 40 days. Anne feared for his life, she begged
God to take away her sterility and promised to dedicate her child to His
service. After she gave birth to Mary, the couple gave the child to the service
of the Temple in Jerusalem when Mary was three years old. Both Anne and
Joachim had a personal relationship with God. In their difficult times, they
cling to God and God favoured them.

A PERSONAL RELATIONSHIP WITH CHRIST IS THE REASON
FOR MY EXISTENCE - JOHN 15: 1-11

The personal relationship with Jesus gives meaning and purpose to our existence

The meaning of life or the answer to the question “What is the meaning of life?” pertains to the significance of
living or existence in general. Without a sense of meaning and purpose in life, we feel disconnected from it.
We need to choose a worthy purpose or a significant life goal. We need to have a sufficient understanding of
who we are, what life demands of us and how we can play a significant role in life. We will enjoy a deep sense
of significance and satisfaction only when we have exercised our responsibility for self-determination and
actively pursue a worthy life goal.

The Code of Canon Law defines religious life as a stable form of living by following Christ more closely
under the action of the Holy Spirit. If we read the life profile of our elderly sisters, invariably all have written
as follows: 'Leading a holy life and becoming a saint' and leading a holy life and thus becoming a saint is the
goal and purpose of their life. Let us take a few minutes to recollect ourselves and ask the same question. Then
we will definitely say, 'l am a gift of God who received a cosmic lottery and landed on this blue marble called
earth for unique Catholic parents and offered back to God through the Congregation for the service of
humanity'.

Do we deviate from our call to have a personal relationship with God?

Holy Father Francis says 'Dear consecrated brothers and sisters, you are simple men and women who caught
sight of the treasure worth more than any worldly good. And so, you left behind precious things, such as
possessions, such as making a family for yourselves. Why did you do this? Because you fell in love with
Jesus, you saw everything in Him and enraptured by His gaze, you left the rest behind.'

A relationship with God simply cannot grow when money, sins, activities, favourite hobbies, addictions or
commitments are piled up on top of it. Many a time, we seek refuge and solace in different places, persons,
and things like mobile, TV, relationship, materials, name, fame, etc. Let us examine our inner self and find out
whether we replace God with worldly things and undergo spiritual struggle that affects our psychosocial
functioning.

To strengthen our relationship with God, we need some meaningful time alone with Him. Especially the first
part of this year's theme 'Bearers of Christ' invites us to deepen our personal relationship through personal
prayer and meditation. Do we prioritize God in our day-to-day life?

“No one comes to the Father except through Me”
“Come unto me all who labour and are burdened and I will give you rest” (Mt 11:28). God wants a personal

relationship with us. God desires true intimacy with His children. He wants us to understand the infinite
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depths of His love. He wants us to cry out to Him, 'Abba’. “God so loved the world, that he gave His one and
only Son, that whoever believes in Him shall not perish, but have eternal life”” (Jn 3:16).

Reading: John 15:1-11

John offers the key to effective Christian living, and powerful,
fruit-producing lives. He speaks about the importance of abiding
in Christ. Jesus knew his time was short, and so He gathered His -
disciples together and gave them His final teachings. He
summarized everything He had taught them so far. Jesus
continues the picture with two kinds of branches. Branches that
do not bear fruit, and branches that do bear fruit. There are also
associated actions with each branch. Branches that do not bear
fruit He takes away, and branches that do bear fruit He prunes,

that it may bear more fruit. Grapevines, if left unattended, will
grow along the ground, and if left lying on the ground, will send little roots down into the soil rather than
produce any fruit. They may produce a few tiny clusters of bitter grapes this way. So, when a vinedresser
comes along, and sees branches lying on the ground, he knows that what they need is not to draw their own
nutrients from the soil, but to get their nutrients from the vine, because the vine's root system goes deep. And
so, He lifts the branch up off the ground and supports it in the air with a trellis or lattice work. This way, the
branch has no choice but to draw all its sustenance from the vine, and as a result, will produce many sweet
clusters of grapes. Like the vinedresser, Jesus is lifting us and allowing us to draw our sustenance from His
unconditional love through our personal relationship with Him.

SECOND DAY : 18.07.2023

St. Anne offered Mary to God
The account of their lives startlingly parallels the Old Testament story of the &
barren Hannah and her conception of Samuel (1 Samuel 1 - 2); she also
dedicated her child to the service of God. The Protoevangelium goes on to F
describe how Joachim and Anne began to devote themselves to rigorous prayer

and fasting, in isolation from one another and from society. After the birth,
Mary's parents, along with the temple priests, subsequently decided that she §
would be offered to God as a consecrated Virgin for the rest of her life. We call f' '
this celebration the “Presentation of the Virgin Mary.” It means that Mary was to
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play an important part in God's loving plan for the world. Life is full of choices. St. Anne and Joachim chose to
serve God and God alone. They taught infant Mary too to serve God.

WE CAN NOT SERVE TWO MASTERS AT THE SAME TIME - MATTHEW 19: 16- 22

Wealth vs God

Too often a demarcation line is laid between the material things in life and the spiritual things of God -
between what we say and do in our Christian life, and what takes place during the rest of the time. This is often
reflected in our attitude towards our material possessions. Our attitude towards wealth is a good indicator of
our virtue and our perspective on the material is a legitimate barometer of our spirituality.

Money can certainly be put to many good uses when used in a righteous, God-ordained manner. But, the love
of money is a root of all sorts of evil which can cause us to wander away from the faith, resulting in much
sadness and sorrow. When the heart of a man is set on money, the accumulation of worldly wealth and an
obsession with temporal things - then God is excluded from that life. For no one can serve two masters for
either he will hate the one and love the other, or else he will be devoted to one and despise the other (Mt 6:24).
Many have tried to serve both, but all fail in the end. We either remain in bondage to earthly corruption by
looking to money as our source and supply or we are set free into the glorious liberty of the children of God.
When we choose God over mammon we die to self and our selfish desires. So that the Spirit of Christ may
dwell in us richly, lead and guide us into all truth which enables us to mature in our Christian walk and to grow
in grace and in a knowledge of our Lord and Saviour, Jesus Christ.

The other masters in religious life

No one envies the man who is feasting on the lobster tail, filet mignon, or some other delicacy when it has been
provided to him as his last meal before taking his seat in the electric chair. Nor is anyone jealous of the mirth
and laughter of the man dancing below the gallows. Their momentary pleasure is soon to be snuffed out by a
permanent curse. A master is anything that enslaves us (Romans 6:16). Bad habits, lust, and money are all

masters. In Jesus' warning that we cannot serve two masters, He specifies money as a master in opposition to
God.

Jealous God

The Lord describes Himself as a “jealous God” (Ex 34:14). This means He guards what is rightfully His. He is
righteously jealous of our affections because we were created to know and love Him (Col 1:16). He is not
jealous for His own sake. He needs nothing (Ps 50:9-10). He is jealous of us because we need Him (Mk 12:30,
Mt22:37). When we serve another master such as money and so on, we rob ourselves of all we were created to
be and we rob God of His rightful adoration.

If we attempt to serve two masters, we will have divided loyalties, and, when the difficulties of discipleship
clash with the lure of fleshly pleasure, the magnetic pull of wealth and worldly success will draw us away
from Christ (2 Tim 4:10). The call to godliness goes against our sinful nature. Only with the help of the Holy
Spirit, we can remain devoted to one Master (Jn 6:44).

Reading: Matthew 19:16-22

The young man in this Bible passage had kept the commandments
from his youth up, and yet he did not feel satisfied. He wished to
do even more than was commanded or in other words, he wished |§
to reach a higher state of perfection. Our Lord, seeing this, gave
him this counsel: 'to be perfect, become voluntarily poor, and
follow Me'. There is no desire nobler, or more pleasing to God
than the desire for perfection; and as our Lord looked at the young
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man, He loved him for this yearning of his soul. Unfortunately, the young man resisted our Lord's gracious
invitation, because of his too great attachment to the things of this world.

As religious we too during our Annual Retreat and on special occasions asked God with true and good
intentions 'Lord what can I do more to follow you?'. Our loving Lord must have been well pleased by our
yearning desire and asked us to leave all our disoriented desires. What was our response? Have we
disappointed our Lord and gone away with our other masters? Let us reflect on it.

Whereis your heart?

Lord Jesus knows the young man was not in a place of radical dependence, but rather perceived
independence. The rich man says to himself: “I have got all the wealth I need; I am a good person; [ have never
done anything “majorly wrong”. Jesus gives him His prescription for life. Jesus says: “Sell all you have, do
not just give it up, but use your great wealth to specifically bless others, and follow me”. It is the same
command Jesus gave to Peter, the fishermen, and to Matthew, the Tax Collector. And yet the response this time
is dramatically different. Rather than getting up, leaving everything and following Jesus, he leaves dejected.
He was sorrowful, grief because he realized he would have to give up his Great Possessions, to follow this
Good Teacher. In this man's estimation, the value of being with Jesus, having eternal life, and even treasure in
heaven wasn't as attractive to him as the treasures he had before him. He didn't argue with the prescription he
justdidn'tlike it. Jesus gave him clear instructions that following Him will lead to radical life changes and full
abandonment of all he holds dear. The man started as a seeker of Jesus, but when he found what the cost of
following Jesus would be he left discouraged. All desire for wealth, or possessions, is just a desire for
wholeness. We all are like the young man who recognizes something is missing in our lives. We all want a
sense of peace and contentment that comes from true wholeness because what we experience is usually
fleeting and incomplete. How are we responding to Jesus like the rich man or like the apostles?

THIRD DAY : 19.07.2023

St. Anne establishes a tone for generations to come

In the Scriptures, Matthew and Luke furnish a legal family history of Jesus,
tracing ancestry to show that Jesus is the culmination of great promises. Even
the names 'Joachim' and 'Anne' come from a legendary source written more
than a century after Jesus died. We know nothing factual about them except

that they existed. The heroism and holiness of these people are inferred from
the whole family atmosphere around Mary in the Scriptures. We see in her
fulfilment of many generations of prayerful persons, herself steeped in the
religious traditions of her people. It is the 'feast of grandparents.' It reminds
grandparents of their responsibility to establish a tone for generations to 3
come. They must make the traditions live and offer them as a promise to little ||
children. It also reminds the young that older people's greater perspective,
depth of experience, and appreciation of life's profound rhythms are all part of
awisdom not to be taken lightly or ignored.




GOING OUT TO MEET OTHERS AS CHRIST-BEARERS - Luke 10: 1-9

Let us imitate Mary

We all know the wedding story. There was a wedding, the wine ran out, and Jesus miraculously turned jars of
water into excellent wine. In the story, the host first went to Mary, but she deferred to Jesus, saying, “Do
whatever He tells you.” In those simple words, Mary verified her role as the one who leads others to Jesus - 'do
whatever He tells you'. 'Obey my Son', she says, 'He is the divine Son of God, our Saviour. She said 'He is the
one and only intercessor between God and Man. He is my Savior and your Saviour. Mary's great legacy lies in
calling the world to faith in Jesus. From generation to generation, she evangelizes saying, 'Do whatever Jesus
tells you'. That is why Pope Paul VI called Mary the Star of Evangelization.

Itis no longer I wholive, but Christ who lives in me

The story of St. Augustine, a renowned Christian, Theologian and Philosopher, offers a compelling narrative
of profound transformation. It is a story of the journey from a life of self-seeking indulgence to a life wholly
devoted to Christ. At the core of his transformation is a truth beautifully encapsulated in Galatians 2:20: “I
have been crucified with Christ. It is no longer I who live, but Christ who lives in me. And the life [ now live in
the flesh, I live by faith in the Son of God, who loved me and gave himself for me.”

Before his conversion, Augustine led a life marked by self-fulfilment. He sought intellectual wisdom in
various philosophies, indulged in sensual pleasures, and
continually strived to rise in social status. However, despite his
worldly successes, he felt a persistent emptiness within him. Then
came the moment of his conversion. In his garden, after hearing a
child's voice repeatedly saying, “Take up and read,” he picked up
a copy of the Epistles of Paul and his eyes fell upon Romans
13:13-14. These words pierced his heart, causing him to renounce
his old life and embrace faith in Christ. When we truly understand
Galatians 2:20, we recognize that following Christ isn't about
religious adherence or moral improvement, but a life-altering
surrender to Christ. We die to our old self - our sinful desires, our selfish ambitions - and in place, Christ lives

within us. This changes everything about how we live. We become true bears of Christ. Our lives become
oriented around Christ and His mission.

Reading: Lk10:1-9

This story speaks of the seventy, whom Jesus sent out. This was a kind of “internship,” a training time while
Jesus was still with them. The mission was the same as Jesus' own ministry: cure the sick and say to them the
kingdom of God has come near to you. The ministry and the message they bring are the ministry and message
Jesus was doing. What we do and say is about Him and from Him. As bearers of Christ, we go out as a
missionary.

Here comes prophet Micah to precisely say what God expect of us to be His disciples. (Micha 6:8). Micah is
known for his very practical teaching. The lesson comes in a combination question/answer verse: the answer
is embedded in the very question it asks! “What does the Lord require of you...?”” These three actions are not
suggestions. Nor are they mere options. These behaviours - related to our actions, our affections, and our
attitudes - are required of each of us as bearers of Christ.

Our actions

Justice has become a popular byword today, but Micah was emphasizing action over mere talk. Each of us is

required to “do justly,” to put justice into practice. What a difference it would make in our society today, if
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each one of us began to “do justly,” and rushed to the defence of those who are suffering in unjust
circumstances and situations. Again, doing justly is arequirement, not a suggestion.

Our affections

God also requires us as Christ-followers to “love mercy,” and the emphasis continues to be on action, not
thought. We are not simply to show mercy to others but to passionately “love mercy.” Mercy is best defined as
“not getting what we deserve,” whereas grace is “getting what we don't deserve.” Micah's instruction means
that we are required to give people what they do not always deserve.

Our attitudes

Lastly, the Lord requires us not only to do justly and to love mercy, but also to “walk humbly with your God,”
a requirement that clearly addresses our attitude. We are not to allow the perpendicular pronoun to raise its
ugly head. Pride, the “Big1,” is one of the greatest hindrances to receiving God's blessing.

FOURTH DAY : 20.07.2023

Dark times in the life of St. Anne

Saints Anne and Joachim regarded their inability to conceive a
child as a surpassing misfortune and a sign of shame among the
tribes of Israel. Temple priests rejected the pious St.Joachim's
sacrifice because of the barrenness. St.Anne thought it a sign of
God's displeasure with them. For 40 days and nights, St.Joachim
retreated to the desert where he lamented by atoning through
fasting and prayer. An angel ended the experience by bringing the
good news that the holy couple would conceive a child. St.Anne
also had received this word from an angel. At once, they each set

out to find each other and share the joy of their heavenly news.

Joachim met his saintly wife at Jerusalem's city gate upon his return. According to later legends, Joachim died
shortly after Mary's birth. She is the patroness of housewives, women in labor pain, cabinet makers and
miners.

BEING A CHRIST-BEARER IN DARK TIMES - ACTS 4: 13-20

Violence in Manipur

An ethnic clash erupted on 3" May, 2023 in India's North-Eastern State of Manipur between the Meitei
people, a majority that lives in the Imphal Valley, and the tribal community from the surrounding hills,
including the Kuki and Zo people. As of 21" June, more than 100 people have been killed in the violence and
more than 300 others left wounded. The dispute has to do with a long-standing demand by the Meitei people
for a Scheduled Tribe status under the Indian Constitution which would give them privileges comparable to
the tribal communities. The tribal communities protested the Meitei demand. The All-Tribal Student Union of
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Manipur (ATSUM) conducted a solidarity march in all hill
Districts on 3" May. By the end of the march, clashes broke out [
between the Meitei and Kuki populations in and around the

Churachandpur District bordering the Imphal Valley. '

Internet services in the State were suspended for a period of five
days and Section 144 of the Indian Penal Code was invoked, The
Indian troops were given 'shoot on sight' orders to enforce the
curfew in extreme cases.

Uniform Civil Code

Another crucial issue is the 'Uniform Civil Code' which means that all sections of the society irrespective of
their religion shall be treated equally according to a National Civil Code which shall be applicable to all
uniformly. Personal laws are distinguished from public law and they cover areas like marriage, divorce,
maintenance and inheritance, adoption, and succession of property. In India, the purpose of the Uniform Civil
Code is to replace the personal laws based on the Scriptures and customs of each major religious community
in the country with a common set governing every citizen. India is not only pluralistic in religion, but highly
pluralistic in culture, language, tradition, etc. Indian democracy is a celebration of pluralism underscoring the
principle of unity in diversity. Indian Constitutional pluralism also provides for legal pluralism. Hence, in the
Indian context, the Uniform Civil Code is not necessary and national integration can be accomplished only in
the context of pluralism.

Degradation of Mother Earth

Another silent but crucial issue is environmental degradation. It has become a common concern for
humankind over the past few decades. It is an alarming issue on the planet. The main reasons behind the
problem are the industrial revolution and population explosion and the high demand for luxury items in life.
Presently, the lack of proper education, awareness, knowledge and approach of people towards the
environment, degrades nature and its resources. This is a need of the hour to develop a strong environmental
awareness with the responsiveness of humans towards nature for sustainability and environmental security.

Inthe religious sector, the list goes on and on. The questions that come to my mind are:

o Am I aware of the dark times, dark areas, and dark spots in the country, in religious life and in my personal
life?

o AmIwilling to alleviate the pain and reduce the suffering of my neighbour?

Reading: Acts4:13-20

Unstoppable! We Can't Stop!

Leaders threatened and told to stop preaching and sharing Jesus, the apostles had a very simple answer: “We
can't stop!” It has been well said that a crisis never made any man. It only reveals what he already is. In this
case, the crisis of their arrest revealed the truth about Peter and John. The religious leaders couldn't figure
them out. They couldn't deny the healing. They couldn't deny their boldness.

o Why were they not intimidated by their arrest?

o How could these 'uneducated, ordinary fellows' make such an impact?

o How could they dare to speak so freely?

o Whatwas their secret?

When the religious leaders considered all the facts, they came to one simple conclusion - They had been with
Jesus. We are now clear that if we are a bearer of Christ, we will overcome our dark times perfectly. Not only
of ours but of our neighbours too.



Mother Theresa responded to the dark areas of her time. Even today the whole world remembers her works of
mercy. She made people experience the mercy full face of God through her works of Mercy. She was dragged
to the court. She was silenced. Yet she continues to be a bearer of Christ. Indeed, she was the real Christ-
bearer.

Another Christ-bearer of our contemporary time is Fr.Stan Swamy SJ. On 5" July , we commemorate his
second death anniversary. Swamy identifies himself with the Adivasis so much that he called his place of
ministry ‘Karma Boomi’. Our Foundress Servant of God Mother Thatipathri Gnanamma responded
courageously to the darkness of her times. Girl education and our Congregation are the result of it. Drawing
inspiration from the crucified death of Jesus and from their exemplary life and service, we already desire to
become the personal presence of Jesus.
