God can't be outdone in generosity

The Protoevangelium of James which was probably put into its final written
form in the early second century describes Mary's father Joachim as a wealthy
member of one of the Twelve Tribes of Israel. They were a devout Jewish,
very prayerful, and humble couple. From the economic means they had for
themselves, they preferred to give most of it away. Saints Joachim and Anne
gave one-third of their means to the poor; another third, they gave to the
Temple and its upkeep; and they kept only a third for themselves. They
detached themselves from material things - especially money and its dangers-
as they had their hearts set on God. How true is the saying: “God cannot be
outdone in generosity.” God intervened in a most powerful way in response to

the prayerful, humble, and generous hearts of Saint Joachim and Saint Anne.

In seemingly impossible circumstances, God blessed them with a child. It
would be a little girl. The little girl's name would be Mary. However, she would not be an ordinary little girl.

She would be the greatest little girl in the history of the world.

Poverty is the quality of the heart

In Rwanda, a lead trainer began the workshop by asking a simple question, “How do you define poverty?”
Before we read the answer, let us take a second to ask ourselves how we define poverty. Here were their
answers in the order provided:
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o Poverty is an empty heart.
Notknowing our abilities and strengths.

Christians especially religious need to look into the eyes of the poor and learn to see the world through their
eyes. “That is where we learn,” said Pope Francis. “If we are not able to look into the eyes of the poor, to look
them in the eye, to touch them with a hug, we will not do anything. Seeing the world through their eyes, we
look at reality in a different way from what is our mentality. History is not seen from the perspective of the
winners who make it appear beautiful and perfect, but from the perspective of the poor, because it is the
perspective of Jesus,” he said. It is the poor who put their finger on the wound of our contradictions and disturb
our conscience in a healthy way inviting us to change. “If one's heart and conscience do not become restless
seeing the world from their perspective, we should stop because something is not working,” the Pope said.

Reading Luke13:10-17

Jesus was teaching in a synagogue on the Sabbath day. And a woman was there who for eighteen years had
been crippled. She was bent over, completely incapable of standing erect. When Jesus saw her, He called to
her and said, “Woman, you are set free of your infirmity.” Release from bondage is the key theme in this story.
Jesus is the liberator enabling us to stand straight, freeing us from what bows our heads so that we see only the
earth in front of us.

The synagogue leader is afraid to talk about Jesus. Instead, he rebukes the crowd for seeking a cure on the
Sabbath. There is cowardice here, as well as hypocrisy. We can feel the joy of the crowd who sense that God is
on the side of freedom and health.

Here Jesus highlights something of the freedom of the Kingdom of God. A woman bound by arthritis or some
other disease of the bones is not to be further bound by Sabbath laws. The Kingdom of God honours the
individual and enhances our dignity. Jesus has no choice when faced with the bondage of the law over human
compassion. He must set us free. That is the call of the Church and of Christians and especially of every
religion. Let us stop for a while and see what is our responsibility in reaching down and lifting the people up.

Unreasonable anger and unjust indignation

One odd thing we notice here is the unreasonable anger and unjust indignation
which was found by the ruler of the synagogue against our Lord for working \\\
this miraculous cure on the Sabbath day. There is no person so holy, no action
so innocent, but may fall under unjust censure, especially where malice and
ignorance are combined. What a severe reflection does this man make upon

our blessed Lord for performing a work of mercy on the Sabbath day?
Why do | feel angry today?
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Attimes in our communities and in the workplace, we too have acted as this unjust ruler filled with malice and
ignorance. God is inviting us today to examine our consciousness about my attitude toward the poor and
poverty. Especially as we have taken the vow of poverty, we need to look into it seriously.

In the very moment of
the conception of Mary in Saint Anne's womb, God intervened with His all-
holy presence and preserved Mary from the stain of original sin. This holy
couple teaches us the virtue of patience. They waited for nearly twenty years
and finally, God blessed them with the greatest gift - a child. Moreover, this
child would be the Mother of God. This holy couple not only waited but
prayed. God was pleased with their prayers due to their humility, patience,

generosity, purity, and great love for God and His mysterious but wise and providential plans. Saints Joachim
and Anne were given the incredible privilege and responsibility to give birth to and raise the Immaculate
Conception, the Mother of God. Her presence in their lives touched both deeply and left them in awe of God's
grace. May we learn to pray like Saint Joachim and Saint Anne.

WE MAKE A LIFE BY WHAT WE GIVE - LUKE 4:18-20

The Christian life is a call to service

What does it mean to serve? It means giving our time, energy, goods, and love to others. Service enables us to
share a tiny fraction of God's love since to serve is to love and to love is God. Jesus washing the feet of the
disciples is a perfect example of humility in service (Jn13:1-5). Washing someone else's feet was a task
reserved for the most menial of servants. In Jewish tradition, Jewish slaves could not be required to wash the
feet of others and it was so demeaning. It should be reserved for Gentile slaves or for women, and children just
as Jesus was willing to humble Himself by becoming a man, to serve by washing the feet of the disciples and
to die on the cross for our sake, as His followers need to put aside our selfish ambitions and desires and seek
the benefit of others. So, let us not serve in the hope of being served. Let us not forget that there is more joy in
giving than in receiving and that this joy comes from our communion with God through service.

Reading Luke4:18-20
Luke 4:18-20 recounts the opening scene of Jesus' public ministry in Luke's Gospel. These verses record
Jesus's reciting a part of the prophet Isaiah. In this part of Isaiah (Isaiah 61:1-2), the 'Anointed One' is said to
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come bringing good news, healing, and liberation (Matthew 9:35; John 8:34-36). Jesus' mission was to save
that which was lost. This salvation and the good news were and are directed toward every area of need,
poverty, and problem of humanity. By nature, man lives separated from God. He lives with a great number of
problems and misfortunes, urgently needing the good news of the love and the grace and the favour of Christ.
Letus see what did Jesus accomplish in his mission?

He had compassion for the poor widow and raised her only son from the dead because this son was the source
of support for the widow's future. He healed the lepers, so they could return to their work. Gave sight for the
blind (Luke 4:18). He condemned the rich who exploited the poor, especially the orphans and the widows (Mt
25:32,40,45), (Mt 11:4-6), (Lk 8:43 -47), (Lk 14:12 - 24), (Lk 6:21 - 25). On the other hand, we see that he
praised the action of a poor widow who placed all that she had on the offering plate.

Prisoners of sin and vice (John 8:34)

It was not just the prostitutes, adulterers, and tax collectors who were sinners. The Jews thought they were
free, but Jesus saw that they were totally enslaved to sin. Today, like Jews, many of us think that we are free,
but we need to realize that we are imprisoned by many things like addiction, hate, violence, hypocrisy, envy,
greed, and many other sins. While engaging in the mission of liberation, we need to be liberated persons.

Prisoners of Tradition and Legalism

The religious in the time of Jesus were bound by their traditions and laws, such that they could not accept the
grace of Jesus Christ. Today, many times we too believe that we can secure our salvation by blindly observing
religious traditions. It means that we are slaves of tradition. There are many captives, even in our religious
life. We need to be freed so as to free others.

As the Gospel of Luke unfolds, the poor are identified as worthy hearers of the good news, as recipients of
God's Kingdom (6:20), as a sign of Jesus' ministry (7:22), and as invitees to the Kingdom feast (14:13). The
good news that Jesus proclaims, and thus the good news that Christians proclaim, must be good news to the
poor, to the economically disadvantaged, and to the marginalized of our society.

The labourers are few

'Harvest is plentiful and labourers are few' (Matthew 9:37-38)

Jesus is inviting us to work genuinely in the vineyard of God.
Harvesting is not a glamorous or showy activity that generates |
applause. It is hard work. However, He has chosen to freely invite
all His believers to be joyous co-labourers of His harvest. Thus, & \

any follower of Christ can get involved in God's work in helping
the lost. One and the only criteria to work in His vineyard is f&
'Being like Jesus'.

Being Like Jesus
To be like Jesus, we must understand how He felt and acted and what He said and did. Matthew 9:32-38 gives
us a portrait of Jesus.

01. What Jesus saw
He saw their needs, he saw their lost condition, and he saw them as 'sheep having no shepherd'. He saw their
potential. He saw every one of them as a precious soul with unlimited potential.

02. What Jesus felt
He was moved with compassion. Moved with compassion means he literally became sick inside. Jesus was
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heartsick, burdened, and broken hearted over his lost city and nation. How desperately we need broken-
hearted people who will weep over their lost neighbours, friends, and families. How desperately we need
people who will weep over their cities and communities. The problem is not in the harvest but with the
labourers. The Church and our Congregation have many members but have few labourers who will go out into
the harvest.

Sacred sacrifices bless our life

As the woman, God chose to be the mother of His Son, the Virgin Mary is
known worldwide as a good, holy, and exceptional woman. Certainly, she
must have had extraordinary parents whose example of faith and trust in the
Lord impacted her in a way that would change the course of history forever!
These parents, named Joachim and Anne, have been honoured throughout the
ages for their endless sacrifices and dedication to raising their daughter, Mary,
to be awoman fully devoted to God.

St. Anne is often depicted as a seated woman with a book upon her lap and the
child Mary leaning against her, eager to learn. St. Anne had a unique position
in which God entrusted to her with the task of bringing up Our Lady in a holy
and virtuous way. While teaching Mary to cook, take care of her home, and

look after her family and neighbours, St. Anne modelled a life of prayer, love,
and humility for the Virgin Mary. In doing so, St. Anne prepared Our Lady to receive Our Lord into her heart
and body, becoming the mother of God.

ALWAYS GIVE WITHOUT REMEMBERING AND ALWAYS RECEIVE WITHOUT
FORGETTING - MARK 12: 41-44

Global decrease in the generosity
As per the data collected from 139 countries across the world over a five-year period, there is a constant
decline in the generosity of developed countries. The UK has fallen out of the top ten most generous
developed countries in the world in terms of giving to good causes, volunteering, and helping strangers. This
was in line with the global decrease.

Generosity today can keep the doctor away

Multiple scientific studies show that volunteering (acts of mercy work) for about four hours a week
dramatically lowers blood pressure and blood sugar. There are positive lifestyle factors we can integrate into
our lives that can help us to grow healthily and successfully. Helping others results in more happiness and
fulfilment. And this is because when you give or help others, you allow yourself the opportunity to experience the

gratitude of those you are helping. Experiencing others' gratitude makes us happier.

Giving our best: It's the least we can do

The holy bible is filled with references to giving even in desperate conditions. The Wadi Cherith provides
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Elijah with water, and God enlists ravens to bring the prophet bread and meat, in the morning, and evening (1
Kings 17:6). Creation is summoned to provide for God's faithful prophet. In 17:8-16, God commands Elijah
to go to Zarephath, where a widow (who replaces the ravens) is commanded to feed him. Upon his arrival,
Elijah discovers that the widow is an unlikely source of hospitality. In fact, she is so short on food that she is
preparing for her own death (1 Kings 17:12). Yet amidst this stark picture of hopelessness, there was
hospitality - and there was provision. it's the willingness of this woman outside the Faith to enter into the
sacred power of hospitality that opens the door to the ongoing provision of flour and oil.

Reading Mark12:41-44

It is a wonderful doctrine, meaning that whatever men offer to
God ought to be estimated not by its apparent value, but only by
the feeling of the heart, and that the holy affection of him who,
according to his small means, offers to God the little that he has, is
more worthy of esteem than that of him who offers a hundred
times more out of his abundance. It is not known exactly what the
nature of “devouring widows' houses” was in Jesus' time. Some
scholars suggest that some of the scribes encouraged

impressionable widows to make gifts beyond their means, Jesus
strongly condemns and exhorts them to help the poor and, not
consume what few resources they have.

There are three fundamental things going against her according to society: she's a woman, she's a widow, and
she's poor! Both in Jesus' times as well as in ours, these are traits that would encourage the elite to ignore and
even despise this woman. Her gender makes her inferior and voiceless, her marital status makes her helpless
and needy, while her poverty makes her empty-handed and devoid of anything good to offer Jesus sees her.
Jesus notices her. He finds her example so moving that he draws the attention of the disciples to her, this
unimpressive embodiment of scarcity who only had a few measly coins to give.

Yes. Christianity doesn't make a whole lot of sense according to the ways of this world. Jesus tells us that we
don't have to have an abundance of anything the world deems worthy in order to please him, in order to be
noticed, in order to matter, in order to make a difference, in order to be loved. Jesus tells me that whatever
little, unimpressive things I have to offer (ultimately myself) matter greatly to Him! The truth is this:
Whenever I give Jesus my two little coins from a place of trust and love, I put a smile on His face. He accepts
my little offering.

Am I a selfless giver?

Selflessness is willingly and authentically enhancing someone's life by meeting their needs and expecting nothing

in return. Here are a few ways of being a selfless giver.

1. Donate blood or plasma or organs like eyes.

2. Put your phone aside.

When the phone is out - in your hand - it makes the people around us feel that they are less important.

Give your attention to those before you.

3. Volunteer your time.

An hour or two per week can be devoted to a community project like planting trees to protect our mother

earth.

4. Help the elderly.

Studies have shown that as many as one in three elderly people feel lonely and isolated, taking time out to
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chat with elderly neighbours can have a positive impact on them and may be a moment of enlightenment
or learning for us.

5. Stretch your skills.

“A candle loses nothing by lighting another candle,” What skills can you pass on to others?

6. Use altruism as a mood boost.

By being selfless, we can still get a boost to our well-being by giving more time, focus and help to others.
Research supports that performing random acts of kindness equates with greater feelings of happiness
reported by those doing the good deed.

7. Smile more.

Let's enter every room with a smile, no matter what mood we are in, our expression has the capacity to set the
tone for others. If we go with a positive mindset, our gift to others is this same quality, as they will be inspired
to copy what they see emanating from us. The list goes on and on.

St. Anne offered everything of her's to people in need. Beginning with her ™ STA. ANA.

material things, she offered her only daughter and participated in the great
plan of salvation. After Mary's birth, according to the Protoevangelium of
James, St. Anne protected her child Mary with great care. When Mary was one
year old, her father made a great feast and invited the priests, the scribes, the

elders, and all the people of Israel. Joachim brought the child to the priests,
and they blessed her, saying 'O God of our fathers, bless this child, and give
her an everlasting name to be named in all generations.

The protoevangelium goes on to describe how Mary's parents, along with the
temple priests, subsequently decided that she would be offered to God as a
consecrated Virgin. St. Anne did more than just receive the gift of a child. She

went a step further and trusted in the plan of God by promising her child to
God's service. Indeed, God was well pleased with St. Anne's offering and honoured her to be the grandparents
of God's only son Jesus Christ.

THE SIGNS OF BEING A GIVER OF LIFE TO OTHERS - JOHN 4: 1-42

Life Drainers &Life-Givers

There are two types of people. They are the people we try to avoid because they suck the joy out of our life. We
call them 'Life Drainers.' There is another type of people we love being in their presence. They are 'Life-
Givers.' Life-Givers make us stand a little straighter, step a little lighter, love a little deeper, & laugh a little
longer. Which group do we belong to? Wait. Let us not be so quick to say we are life-givers. We all do. But
could there be just the teensiest area of our life where we drain others dry? Is there perhaps one relationship
where we tend to take rather than give? Is there something we do or say-maybe something unintentional-that
robs someone close to us of joy? or confidence? or peace?' So how do we move toward being more of a life-

giver?
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1. Admit our life-draining habits

The first step in becoming more of a life-giver is to honestly own the life-sucking things we do, things we say,
and ways we do. Let us be specific. Telling ourselves “Yes, I could do better, but...” won't help one bit. Pick
one specific way we want to improve. Got it? What is it? Say it out loud or write it down.

2. Bean intentional life-giver

Until we overcome our life-draining tendencies-however small they might be—we must be intentional about

replacing life-sucking attitudes and actions with life-giving ones.

o Do we complain more than we should? Ok. we've owned it. Good for us! Now, intentionally give thanks
every day this week. Pay attention to our words and even our thoughts.

o Do we criticize a person more than we compliment them? Ok. Let us be aware of it, and say something
encouraging to that person every day.

o Dowe getour feelings hurt easily? Well, then, put on a big-girl attitude. The world is not against you.

o Do we feel the need to correct or give advice more than necessary? (Welcome to motherhood!) How about
choosing to pause before you pounce?

Reading John4:1-42
Jesus the life giver
1. Jesus seeks sinners who aren't even seeking Him (Jn 4: 6-8)

Sychar was located about 30 miles north of Jerusalem,
approximately halfway between Jerusalem and Nazareth. There
is a strong hostility between the Jews and the Samaritans. The
Jews viewed the Samaritans as biological and religious half-
breeds. Hence, she wanted to come to the well when she would
be alone. But she encounters this Jewish man, who has the
audacity to ask her for a drink of water. Add to this that it wasn't &
socially acceptable for a Jewish man, much less a rabbi, to speak

to any woman in public. The rabbis thought that even Jewish
women should not be taught the Scriptures. Jesus to go beyond
asking for a drink, which was shocking enough, and direct the conversation into spiritual things with this
Samaritan woman was off the charts (4:27). She wasn't seeking to know God. Her guilt over her current live-
in boyfriend and her five marriages, which had probably ended because of her multiple adulteries, caused her
to keep her distance from God. The only explanation for this story is that Jesus was seeking a sinner who
wasn't even seeking Him.

2. Jesus offers all sinners the gift of living water (Jn 4:10)

o Theliving water that Jesus gives is a gift, not something that we must earn for.

Note here the emphasis on the gift John 4:10: “Jesus answered and said to her, 'If you knew the gift of God, and
who it is who says to you, “Give Me a drink,” you would have asked Him, and He would have given you living
water.” It's a gift, not a reward! One of the most common spiritual errors is that we get into heaven by our good
works. In total contrast, Eph 2:8-9: says “For by grace you have been saved through faith; and that not of
yourselves, it is the gift of God; not as a result of works, so that no one may boast.” But itis wonderfully good
news if God offers it to you as a free gift, which He does.

o Nosinner is excluded from the offer of this gift.
In the eyes of most Jews, including the disciples at this point, this woman was not worthy of Jesus' time. Just

being a Samaritan excluded her. Being a woman was strike two. But being an immoral Samaritan woman
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struck her out: But Jesus took the time and the initiative to talk with this sinful woman about living water. He
did not exclude her from offering her this gift. And He does not exclude us, either! It's often, religious people
who exclude themselves from receiving this gift. We are proud of our accomplishments and want some
reward for what we have done. We do not want to associate with people like this sinful woman or admit that
we need living water from Jesus just as much as she did. But the gift is freely offered to notorious sinners and
to self-righteous religious sinners. Both equally need the gift.

o The gift of living water that Jesus offers satisfies the thirsty soul for time and eternity.
(Jn4:14,7:37-39a)

Jesus told this woman that the water that He gives “will become in him a well of water springing up to eternal
life.” In him shows that true Christianity is not primarily a matter of rituals and ceremonies, but rather an
inward, personal relationship with the living God. It must be in each person's heart. The picture of this living
water springing up points to the continual source of life that the indwelling Holy Spirit supplies to believers.
It's active and always flowing. There may be times of greater and lesser flow, but it never dries up. To receive
this gift of living water, you must know who Jesus is and what He offers, and you must ask for it. John 4:10

Let us discuss this in our community and find out ways and means to become 'Brears of Christ and Giver of
life.'

NINTH DAY: 25.07.2023
BEARERS OF CHRIST, GIVERS OF LIFE - JOHN 15: 12-17

Today we are celebrating the 9" day of Novena to our patroness St. Anne. Jesus gives us a command. 'Love
one another as I have loved you. That is a mandate! Is Jesus telling us to “give our all” as He did? Love is
primarily a commitment and not a feeling and it can be commanded. Jesus loved us so deeply that He was
willing to die for us! What a tremendous gift He gave us. When we give fully and freely of ourselves to the
people through our ministry, in a sense, we are dying to ourselves. We are putting others first, rather than
ourselves. Confronting our selfishness in small, daily matters., we freely give our time, attention, care, and
love. Is there a better gift we can give to the people we love and cherish? Friends of Jesus love one another,
obey His commandments, understand His truths, and are chosen to bear fruit and fruits in abundance. May
this be our gift to God on the feast of St. Anne.
