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Dear sisters, I invite you to enrich this Meeting through your active and responsible participation
through honest conversations. We will take part in this event with a family spirit and respond bravely
to the challenges of our time and enhance our ability to be more service oriented. I wish that you
return to your communities after this Meeting with a fruitful experience as it happened in the life of
the Disciples who were on the way to Emmaus. Dear sisters, let us open ourselves to the outpouring of
the Spirit into our hearts. The rest is the surprises of the Spirit of the Risen Lord. The presence of the
Triune God, the warmth of Mother Mary, the blessings of our Patroness St.Anne, our co-Patrons
St.Joseph and St.Francis of Assisi and the intercession of our Foundress Servant of God Mother
Thatipathri Gnanamma, may accompany us in these days. I declare this Extended Council Meeting
of'the Province/Region open.

Like the disciples walking to Emmaus with the Lord beside them (Lk 24:13-35), we have been
journeying towards the 26" General Chapter since January 2021. The storm of the global pandemic
took all of us by shock and surprise and there were times of darkness, anxiety and uncertainty which
haunted many of us. From the perspective of faith, it is wonderful to walk forward even in darkness
knowing that the hand of the Lord holds us like a loving father who holds his child closely while now
crossing a dangerous path. We have embarked on a long continuous relay journey. It is better to rest
for a while inorder to rejuvenate, reflect, renew and enhance our ability, quality and energy so that our
journey continues with enthusiasm. The Extended Council Meeting of the Province/Region 1s a God
given opportunity to do so individually and as a Province/Region and Congregation.

The Extended Council Meeting is

+ an expansion of the Province/Regional Council;

% a manifestation of the democratic governance in our Province/Region and Congregation at
large; and

% bringing us together as family for reviewing, reflecting, reconstructing and rejuvenating our life
and mission in the Province/Region.
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We are a religious family dedicated to community living and doing, and we are gathered here to

discern together the future of our mission in the Church and in the world. During these two days, we

will work together to fulfill the purpose of this honorable Meeting. The primary functions of the

Extended Council Meeting are as follows (ref: 25" General Chapter Policy Book, page no.189):

% Toreflect on the contextualization of our Charism in today's world.

% To examine and critically evaluate the reports sent from the communities about their prayer life,
consecrated life, fraternal life and apostolic life.

% To consider how far the decisions taken at the 25" General Chapter are being implemented.

% To offer suggestions for the forthcoming Province Chapters/Regional Assemblies in 2024 and the
26" General Chapter in 2027.

% To discuss the financial position of the Province/Region.

During the 25" General Chapter in 2021, the Lord asked us to embark upon a journey of
transformation to be able to be relevant in our times. We have traveled 27 months from the event of
the 25" General Chapter. We certainly need to make a review, have clarity, understand the context and
plan for the forthcoming days. In the past 27 months from January 2021 - April 2023, we have had
many blessings along with several challenges. We are so proud of all the achievements born out of our
hard work and commitment to excellence. We can go on talking about the areas where we have
achieved, made changes in the Congregation, society, in the lives of the target people, and in the
Church.

We are in an era of changes, challenges and conflicts

We are said to be at another great turning point in history marked by epochal changes. Ecclesial life
and particularly consecrated life is experiencing the heat of this change in many ways. Our
Congregation is a gift of the Spirit to the Church to share her mission through the charism of our
Foundress. Our reason to exist as Annites can be found only in our fidelity to the Charism and its
ongoing updating and renewal in different epochs. Let us situate ourselves in the present moment of
our history to assume responsibility for living our Charism today knowing that the past generations
ran a good race and bequeathed a great charismatic heritage to us. Now, it is our turn to live up to what
we are called to be at a time of epochal changes and pass on the light of our Charism to the coming
generations.

(i). Global situation

% Disasters, diseases, natural calamities, and accidents are taking place on a regular basis. It poses a
serious threat to our normal life pattern.

% The cry of the earth and of the poor, wars and conflicts that shed blood on human history, the
distressing situation of millions of migrants and refugees, an economy that makes the rich ever
richer and the poor ever poorer, are some aspects of a scenario where only the Gospel can keep the
light of hope burning.

% Many religious Congregations are rapidly moving towards an environment where they are
economically weakened, numerically reduced, spiritually poor, and ministry-wise irrelevant.



(ii). In our Congregation

% Once upon a time, our hard work yielded good result and now is a time whatever we do, however
efficient and diligent is our work, we end up in failure and frustration.

% Our Lord Jesus Christ’s concern about abundance of harvest and the lack of workers is gripping us
more than ever (Mt 9 : 37). Number of candidates who are joining our Congregation are less. The
genuineness of vocation of the candidates is reduced to minimum. Therefore, there is a need for
updatedness and innovation in formation training programme.

% Many of our elderly sisters are disappearing from us frequently.

% Many of our Regional language schools are moving towards closure due to low admission.

% Our English Medium Schools are losing its popularity and quality. We are not able to compete with
the nearby private and corporate schools.

% We are unable to prepare teaching sisters to work in our aided schools. Very few sisters are
involved in health ministry. Too many restrictions posted by the State Government paralyze us to
take up this ministry forward.

% We find very difficult to thrive in social work ministry.

% Regarding Evangelization Ministry- only very few sisters show genuine interest for it. Also, we
experience no welcome from the parishioners and non-cooperation from the part of Parish Priest
in several places.

% ‘Financial insufficiency’ is a common term today, often used in the Congregation and in our
institutions. On one hand we say fiscal deficit and on the other we need reformation in fiscal
governance.

(iii). In our communities

% There are ups and downs in the lives of our sisters. We work hard, we make great efforts to move
the Congregation forward in the face of challenges. On the other hand, problems in community
living, distractions, stress, sickness, over use of cell phones, disinterested in personal and common
spiritual activities, excessive independency - all these pull us apart.

% How proud we are, of our sisters, when people speak of how grateful they are for our ministry!
Each of us lives our call, fraternal life, and ministry at different levels of maturity and integrity.
Our sisters who endure hard realities to be true to their vocation are treasures of our Congregation.
On the contrary, it is heart-rending to know of situations when the limitations of our sisters hurt
people or cause suffering and division in community.

In this above said context of changes, challenges and conflicts, there is a Call inviting us to think
deeply, decide firmly, act efficiently, engage ourselves in a spiritual journey, express our missionary
vocation through radical ministries, re-establish the identity of the Congregation visibly and translate
our commitment meaningfully.

Our Congregation has a deep spiritual and missionary tradition. It is known for its” many pioneering
actions, initiatives, and progressive thoughts. We, individually and as Congregation,

% deeply respect our Congregation’s unique identity;

% fix our eyes on the target people, and march on the path ofholiness;

% imbibe the wonderful qualities of sharing the same vision and family spirit; and
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+ face all the challenges that come on our way.

With this spirit of one mind and body, our Congregation will live for a thousand years, a thousand,
and a thousand years. When God is on our side, there is no fear. When we experience and exercise
genuine fraternity, manifest our religious identity, and express our love in action for the poor and
marginalized, then there is a bright future awaiting for us.

Beloved sisters, we thank God for the good things that have happened so far. May our Foundress, the
Charism she transmitted to us, and her missionary vision be and remain points of reference for our life
and work; to stay rooted in our missionary vocation, above all by living the testament of our
Foundress, in mutual love among ourselves and in zeal for the poorest of the poor in the world. In the
immense field of the mission and life, may Jesus always be our model, as He was for our Foundress.
In our journey towards holiness, with the grace of God, we hold hands together and walk the path
shown by our Lord Jesus Christ. Yes, we are the true Disciples of Jesus, walking in the path of
holiness. Thank you.
