Asaint of our days : Mother Gnanamma - wife, mother and foundress

Gnanamma literally means “Mother of Wisdom™ and Thatipathri “palm leaf”. Thatipathri Gnanamma was
born in the State of Andra Pradesh in South India, specifically in Pirangipuram in 1822. When she was 15
years old, she married a Catechistin 1837. In 1858, her husband died on the way to Madras accompanying his
parish priest who was going to visit the Vicar Apostolic.

At 37 years of age, Gnanamma is widowed with five children. We can imagine what it meant at that time to be
a widow in the Indian context. She was rejected by society. But she found in God the strength to raise her
children of whom four would end up being priests and one married. It was precisely the Vicar Apostolic of
Madras who would lend a hand to educate these little ones.

Atthe end of 1859, Gnanamma went to Madras in Tamil Nadu to visit her children who were in the seminary.
Her first idea, at the request of the Apostolic Vicar, was to settle there. However, due to the language barrier
(she did not speak the Tamil language), she decided to go to Kilacheri, about 60 kilometres from Madras,
where her mother tongue the Telugu language was spoken. Two of her sons were also in Kilacheri in the
Franciscan seminary. And on the other hand, she had the possibility of attending the daily Eucharist. These
were happening in the middle of 1860.

The parish priest of Kilacheri was then Father Arokianadar, a Franciscan. This priest who was full of apostolic
zeal and seeking the glory of God, saw the lack of education of the girls in his parish, especially the poorest,
and hurt by the situation, began to think about it seriously. It was then that Thatipathri Gnanamma appeared
and guided by Divine Providence, spontaneously offered to carry out Arokianadar's inspiration and placed
herself at his disposal. This is how Thatipathri Gnanamma, in 1862, on a plot not far from the Kilacheri parish
church founded a school in which she began to gather girls and thus accepted to teach the love and fear of God.

To reach this solution, Mother Gnanamma first went to her native place in Pirangipuram, sold all her
properties and with the money bought the land to build the school. This gesture reminds us of what José de
Calasanz, the Founder of Piarists Fathers in Spain, did. He spent all his money in favor of the educational
work he carried out. What Gnanamma did has overtones of 'revolutionary' since it was led by a woman, a
widow, and it was a school exclusively for girls, at a time when education was considered almost a sin.
Immediately, there were two young girls ready to help her. Some joined her in 1863. Ten years later, they were
sent to be trained by the sisters of the Good Shepherd in Bellary. They were there from August 7, 1873 to
October 18, 1874. On October 4, 1874, on the feast of Saint Francis of Assisi, they made their temporary
profession. It was the germ of hope of a dream that Gnanamma herself could contemplate with her own eyes.
Three months later, specifically on December 21, 1874, at the age of 52, Mother Gnanamma left this world, a
victim of chronic asthma. Before dying she left her last words as Will:

“My Beloved Children!
o Beobedientto those who are responsible for you!
Listen to your spiritual guides!
o Besides giving academic and religious education to
girls, be the protection and solace of women!
o Learntolive as women of service and translate a love of
God into love for fellow human beings!
o  Donotbe dependent on the Government or others financially!

O

o  May your hard work be your protection and strength!

Her body was buried next to that of Fr.Arokianadar in a specially prepared monument in the Kilacheri
cemetery. There we have the sisters of Saint Anne of Chennai our point of reference where every year we
celebrate the feast of this woman who despite being illiterate, founded two congregations especially
dedicated to teaching.



Why do we say that Gnanamma founded two Congregations? Because, once the sisters began to spread to
other parts of India, specifically in the State of Andhra Pradesh, due to the enormous distances of those times
and the language barrier, in 1897 Mother General, in common agreement with the nuns, decided to make one
Congregation into two. The name of the other Congregation also widespread in India and which has
Gnanamma as Foundress is that of the “Sisters of Saint Anne of Pirangipuram”.

Gnanamma reminds us that more important than money, health and intelligence is absolute trust in God. The
lesson of the grain of wheat is difficult to understand. Many times, we resist accepting failures, and at most,
we resign ourselves to it. But authentic humility helps us to see each failure and accept it as if it were an angel
from heaven coming to teach us the humanly incomprehensible ways of God.

After the death of Gnanamma, the other two sisters, also young, died very soon, leaving only one novice
(Sister Joseph) who guided by the Spirit and by the strength of the Foundress who watched over her, made it
possible to lay the roots of this Congregation in the heart of the Church.

Currently, there are more than 600 sisters with about 30 novices, present in 38 dioceses at the service of the
Church. In addition to their presence in India, they have opened to the entire world. That is why they already
have missions in Australia, Germany, Italy and Spain. Their dream is to share the mission wherever they are
needed. Their vision is this: “Grow in the experience of God, in solidarity with the oppressed and contribute to
the building of a just society.” This is what they want to live with all their strength in the heart of the Church at
the service of the Kingdom that is coming. They are guided by their institutional motto which is: “Fullness in
God and Service in Simplicity”.

As alitany, we record what this Foundress was and continues to be:

o Mother, widow and nun without vows.......... pray forus

o Visionary woman......... pray forus

o Woman, full of deep convictions...... pray forus

o Woman, model of selfless and generous love........ pray forus

o Faithful and persevering woman......... pray forus

o Woman, sensitive to the needs of oppressed women....... pray forus

o Woman who knew how to give and give herself without measure........ pray forus
o Simple and humble woman at the service of others........ pray forus

She has left us alegacy of personal and community spirituality:

Attitude of the one who gives without calculating.

Woman of convictions who sells what she has when she finds the treasure.
Attitude of humility, service and communion.

Unwavering faith in Divine Providence.

Religious although without professing the vows.

Adaring woman and sensitive to the needs of others.

Sacrificial, persevering and generous woman.

Woman who goes beyond traditions and social prejudices.

Visionary woman who made the school to promote the dignity and respect of women.
Model of unconditional love.
